Absence and Lateness Procedures – A reminder!

1. If your child is absent, please notify the school office by telephone on the first day.
2. If your child is absent, please send in a signed note to the class teacher giving the reason for absence, on the day your child returns to school.

3. When possible, arrange holidays, appointments, and dental visits etc. outwith school time.  Head Teachers cannot give permission for holidays during term time.  If your child does have an appointment during the school day, please send in a note to the class teacher in advance.

4. Lateness to school causes disruption – please make sure your child leaves home in plenty of time.  Where lateness is unavoidable, please send a note to the class teacher to explain the circumstances.

I hope the above points clarify the procedure and I would be very grateful for your co-operation in this.
